2. The hooks to hang your work will be provided. Just be sure your work is ready for hanging
with strong wire.

3. Please provide information that can be attached to your work: your name, the title of the
photo, media (digital photography, etc.), price, and contact information (your email is
probably best). We’re trying to figure out the best way to show information. For now, if your
work is framed, you could display a card in the corner. If you are hanging a canvas, attach
your card to the back. I'm looking into display card holders.

4. We will keep the display up for 3 months and then change it out.
Cycle: Sept-Nov; Dec-Feb.; March-May; June-Aug. (Sign ups will be

provided for each cycle).
5. If anyone wants to purchase your work, you will need to arrange payment with the

individual and please, let me know if work is removed either because it sold, or you took ii
down!

6. Please remember: This building is open to the public so please be aware. Neither Tidelands
nor the Auditorium is responsible for loss or theft.
